Film awards
The BAFTAs are the British equivalent of the

Oscars. The highest award, the Academy
Fellowship, is a prize given for an individual´s 
work and achievements during their career. 
There are awards for the oustanding film of
the year. There are also awards for best actor and
actress in a leading role and in a 
supporting role. Achievements are also
recognized in editing, lighting, and so on.

Prize – sth a value that you get when

you are successful in a competition, 

race, etc.

Achievements – sth you have done

successfuly that was difficult.

Outstanding – extremely good; 

excellent.

Director – the person who tells the

actors what to do in a film, play, etc.

Producer – the person who is

responsible for the business side of a 

film, play, etc.



Glossary
Leading role – the most important role 

(a part) in a film or play.

Supporting role – is the next most 
important role.

Role – the part an actor plays (e.g. The
role of Julius Caesar).

Editing – the process of deciding which
parts of a film to show and in which
order.
