ZION NATIONAL PARK 
 Zion National Park is located in Utah. 

 The main feature of the 590 sq km park is 

Zion Canyon. It is 24 km long and up to 800 m 

deep. It is cut through the reddish and tan-

colored Navajo Sandstone. 

 The highest elevation is 2,660 m at Horse 

Ranch Mountain.  

 Zion National Park includes mountains, 

canyons, mesas, monoliths, rivers, slot 

canyons, and arches. 
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GRAND CANYON 

 The Grand Canyon National Park is situated in 

Azizona. It was established in 1919. 

 Area: 492,608 ha 

 In 2011 there were about 4.3 million visitors. 

 It is 30 km long and 1.6 km deep. The 

Colorado river flows through the Grand 

Canyon. 

 There are the North Rim and the South Rim 

(more tourists). 
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DEATH VALLEY 

 Death Valley National Park is situated in 

California and Nevada.  

 It contains a diverse desert environment of 

salt-flats, sand dunes, badlands, valleys, 

canyons, and mountains. 

 Badwater Basin is 86 m below sea level. 

 Death Valley is the hottest and driest place in 

North America. 
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DEATH VALLEY 

 The Racetrack Playa is a salt dry lake with 

“sailing stones” that leave “racetrack” 

imprints. 

 The Racetrack Playa 1,130 m above sea level. 

 It is 4.5 km long 2 km wide. It is also 

exceptionally flat. 

  The sailing stones are a geological 

phenomenon found in the Racetrack. 
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EVERGLADES 

 Everglades National Park is situated in Florida. 

 In the United States, it is the largest 
subtropical wilderness,  

 On average Everglades are visited by one 
million people each year. 

 The Everglades are a network of wetlands and 
forests. 

 Animals include the Florida panther, the 
American alligator, etc.

SEQUOIA NATIONAL PARK 

 Sequoia National Park is situated in California. 

 It was established in 1890. 

 The park contains Mount Whitney 4,421 m. 

 The park is famous for its giant sequoia trees, 
including the General Sherman tree, one of the 
largest trees on Earth. 

 The General Sherman tree grows in the Giant 
Forest, which contains five out of the ten 
largest trees in the world. 
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NIAGARA FALLS 
 Niagara Falls is the collective name for three 

waterfalls on the border between the Canadian 
province of Ontario and the U.S. state of New 
York. 

 There are three large waterfalls the Horseshoe 
Falls, the American Falls and the Bridal Veil 
Falls.  

 The Horseshoe Falls lie on the Canadian side 
and the American Falls on the American side. 

 They are separated by Goat Island. 
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NIAGARA FALLS 

 The larger Horseshoe Falls are about 790 m 

wide and 50 m high. 

 The American Falls are 320 m wide and 52 m 

high. 

 Tourist attractions include the Maid of the Mist 

and The Cave of the Wind, The Skylon Tower, 

Rainbow Bridge, etc.
